on the Service NSW website(external link), call 13 77 88 or visit a Service NSW

centre(external link)

your Medicare card to verify your name and age

@ your NSW residential address to identify your electorate

You'll need to pick between three and five projects in your electorate, arrange them

in order of your preference, and then submit your vote. Each person can vote only once.

A Swag of Tales leads the chuldren through a zany yet informative history lesson that starts m
England with a convict court case and covers the voyage to Australia, early Settlement, the

Gold Rush, Bushrangers, Squatters and the age of the Swagman.

To help convey to students the concept of time and history, a tume line is drawn using 25 year
mtervals, that goes back eleven generations to the first fleet. Using toys, period costumes (some
of which are worn by your students), stories and music, students get an 1dea of what hife was
like durmg those first one lnndred and fifty years of European settlement in Aunstralia.

The whole show comes alive with great coshunung, props and a simple yet effective set. There
15 loads of audience participation as students are mvolved m everything from hold ups to
dressing up in costumes of the day; and when “Waltzing Matilda’ is sung by a sheep and from
the sheep’s point of view, the result 1s nlanous. It's no fim being stuffed into a tocker bag!
